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The last owner told me this car was purchased from a bankrupt Museum in Maine about 
1980.  The last owner had done virtually nothing in the way of restoration since the car 
was restored before going into the Museum about 1960. 
 
According to Kevin Mowle, Canadian Historian writing a history of the Canadian Fords, 
this car was recorded as going into Canada on May 10, 1907 as a chassis and Engine.  
Most of the parts were sourced in Canada, such as wheels, lights, top and horn. 
 
I have owned the car since December 2000 and, since then have enjoyed many miles of 
driving pleasure.  I have rebuilt the front end and had new wheels made for the car and 
am planning on a new top and bows this summer. 
 
This car has been to Hershey a couple times since I purchased it and will probably go 
again this year.  I have the original carburetor but use a Model T carb instead because it 
runs much better that way.  Last year in Hershey I found another pressure oiler for it and 
will be replacing the one on the car soon.
